Course Description:  AP European History is designed to be the equivalent of a two-semester introductory college or university European history course. In AP European History students investigate significant events, individuals, developments, and processes in four historical periods from approximately 1450 to the present.  In addition to providing a basic narrative of events and movements, the goals of AP European History are to develop (a) an understanding of some of the principal themes in modern European history, (b) an ability to analyze historical evidence and historical interpretation, and (c) an ability to express historical understanding in writing.

Course Outline and Content: 
The AP European History course is structured around six themes:
1. Interaction of Europe and the World
2. Poverty and Prosperity
3. Objective Knowledge and Subjective Vision
4. States and Other Institutions of Power
5. Individual and Society
6. National and European Identity
The course is divided into four chronological periods:
1. c. 1405 to c. 1648 		Renaissance & Reformation
2. c. 1648 to c. 1815 	 	Absolutism, New Ideas and Revolutions
3. c. 1815 to c. 1914   		Age of “ISMS”, questions and change
4. c. 1914 to the Present 		War: Time of Crisis, Tragedy and Triumph

Cell Phone/Electronic Device Policy: The cell phone/electronic device policy begins when students enter the designated classroom area. All students will place all cell phones/devices in the teacher assigned caddy. During this time, cell phones must be turned off.
