(A Quick-Reference Guide)
Delegate:  That’s us.  The people who represent the countries.

Placard:  Your Card with your Country’s name on it

Resolution:  These are like the laws of the UN.  When a resolution passes, the whole world agrees on something.
“Have the Floor”:  This means “it is your turn to talk” everyone else must listen while someone “has the floor”.

Moderator:  The person who controls each committee, and enforces the rules.
Motion:  Suggest that we do something.  (I motion for… = I want us to…)


-Moderated Caucus:  The Moderator controls the discussion, and 


delegates may not speak unless they have “The Floor”

-Unmoderated Caucus:  You can walk around, chat with the other 


teams, make deals, pass notes etc.

-Page:  Geek Speak for “Do-Boy” carry letters get snacks for the 


Chairman…


-Recess:  Take a break.  (like in grade school, but without the 



playground)

-Adjourn:  Quit for the day. 


-Voting Procedures:  Time for everybody to vote.  You can’t leave the 

room, you can’t make most motions.

Points:  Make a statement or ask a question to the Moderator 


-Point of Inquiry:  Ask the Moderator a question.  (Can I move to enter voting procedure now?, Does the AC work in this room?)


-Point of Personal Preference:  Request that something in the room be altered.  (Can we do voting procedures AFTER lunch?  I can’t see, can I sit in the front row? Etc.)


-Point of Procedure:  Point out the rules to the moderator  (Can I make a Motion to end voting procedures?  Don’t we have to vote to end an unmoderated caucus?)
