Course Description

Welcome to the 2020-2021 school year!    6th Grade mathematics uses Henry Teaching and Learning Standards and Georgia Standards of Excellence which focus on actively engaging students in the development of mathematical understanding by using manipulatives and a variety of representations, working independently and cooperatively to solve problems, estimating and computing efficiently, and conducting investigations and recording findings. In our mathematics classrooms, students will learn to think critically in a mathematical way with an understanding that there are many different ways to a solution.  There is a strong emphasis on vocabulary building strategies this year as well as having students increase reading in all content areas.

Scholars will be evaluated on non-academic factors as follows through the conduct grade: S – Satisfactory; N – Needs Improvement; U – Unsatisfactory.



Make-Up Work
a. On the first day back from an absence, scholars are responsible for attaining and completing any missed assignment(s). The number of days allowed to complete make-up work will be commensurate with the number of days in which the scholar was absent. Failure to comply with this procedure will result in a grade of zero (0) being given for any graded assignment(s) that the teacher gave during the time of the scholar’s absence.

b. Scholar’s assigned out-of-school suspension (OSS) will be allowed to make-up work upon return to school. The number of days to complete the assignment(s) is commensurate to the number of days of OSS (i.e., 3 days of OSS = 3 days to make up missing assignments).

c. If a scholar has passed the number of make-up days to complete an assignment(s) following their absence, there will be a 10-point deduction for everyday they do not submit work. 

d. If a scholar misses class during remote learning, they should access remote learning plans/assignments on the Remote Learning page of the school website to attain and complete assignments. 

Late Work Policy
Assignments that are not submitted on time will receive an “M” (missing) within the Infinite Campus gradebook. All scholars will be given ample opportunity to submit their work through activities to include but not limited to amnesty day(s), working lunch, before/after school tutorial, etc. There will be a 10 point deduction for everyday the assignment is turned in late. After the task has been submitted, the teacher will then replace the “M” in Infinite Campus with the earned grade. Any assignment not submitted by the end of the term, in which it was assigned, will remain as a permanent grade of zero (0%) within the Infinite Campus gradebook for the remainder of the semester.

Practice Work
Practice work is designed to enable students to assess their own knowledge of a given standard.  Practice work helps students learn!  Students are expected to return to class with completed assignments and with questions about specific problems.  We use practice work as a tool to help us learn.  
Students must spend time outside of class completing daily assignments, reviewing class notes, or other assignments and projects that may be assigned.   Teachers use a variety of different on-line sites such as Houghton Mifflin Harcourt Into Math, Khanacademy, and Google Classroom to name a few.  Students are required to maintain an organized notebook in all classes.  Students should communicate with their teachers as soon as possible if they are having trouble.  
We are very excited about our new school year.  Please communicate with your teachers if you have any questions or concerns.
It is the student’s responsibility to find out what they miss when they are absent!
Time Outside of Class:
You cannot expect to accomplish what you should from this course without spending time with math outside of class.  As well as completing daily practice work, you need to stay organized, spend time reviewing notes and assignments, carefully reflect on problems previously missed, etc.  It is our expectation that you spend approximately 15 – 30 minutes each evening (Monday through Friday) with practice work and use the weekend to study, work on projects, review, get caught up, organize, etc.  Please communicate with use as soon as possible if you are having trouble managing your time or if you are spending significantly more than 15 – 30 minutes an evening working on math.  We truly want to help you get the most out of this course as you can.
