Anatomy and physiology, subdivisions of biology, explore and examine the terminology, structure, function, and interdependence of the human body systems. This includes the cells, tissues and organs of the following systems: integumentary, skeletal, muscular, nervous and special senses. Emphasis is on interrelationships among systems and regulation of physiological functions involved in maintaining homeostasis. Students will have the opportunity to explore all areas of in this course.  Students will also engage in experiments and investigations that will challenge them to think critically.
