Chemistry Principles 
This course is a standards-based study of fundamental chemical concepts, such as atomic theory and its relation to chemical behavior, chemical bonding, the mole and stoichiometry, molecular kinetics, energy relationships, solution dynamics, acids-bases, equilibrium, organic and biological chemistry, and nuclear interactions. Emphasis is placed on the utilization of mathematical, analytical, data acquisition, and communication skills as well as interdisciplinary approaches to discovery.  Chemistry provides a minimum background for those who intend to take a beginning college-level course in chemistry. 

Course Objectives
AAS associates will obtain, evaluate, and communicate information about 
· the use of the modern atomic theory and periodic law to explain the characteristics of atoms and elements.
· the chemical and physical properties of matter resulting from the ability of atoms to form bonds. 
· How the Law of Conservation of Matter is used to determine chemical composition in compounds and chemical reactions.
· How can the design of a chemical system be refined by applying engineering principles to manipulate the factors that affect a chemical reaction?
· The Kinetic Molecular Theory is used to model atomic and molecular motion in chemical and physical processes.
· the properties that describe solutions and the nature of acids and bases.
