Artist Statement
Working almost exclusively in acrylics I gravitate towards heightened, subjective color and slight distortions of subject matter in order to produce a surprising or perhaps uncanny affect in the viewer. Whether working with the human figure, a landscape, or a still-life the aim is to use various strategies such as “glitching” the image, doubling, or recombining it in a way that has at once a firm hand in representation while also introducing, through brush work and unusual color combinations, a sense of almost formal abstraction. I find inspiration in many other art forms including the writings of author’s Thomas Ligotti and Thomas Bernhard and the films of director David Cronenberg.
