Course Description

Introduces the basics of acting and directing for the camera, with a focus on scene study and the differences
between theatre and film. Students apply basic acting and directing techniques such as character development,
audition techniques, vocal and physical techniques, and script analysis. Introduces students to on-camera
performance in various genres and addresses the technical requirements of film acting such as framing, lighting,
playing to the camera, shooting out of sequence, and other production considerations. Students explore the
process of finding auditions for film and television and getting work on camera.

Course Learning Outcomes/ Goals:

Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:

¢ Students will name and define each role and relationship of technical production personnel.

» Students will be able to recognize and interpret artistic choices in many different roles in production during a
performance.

¢ Students will be able to analyze a script from the view of the actor, producer, and crew departments.

¢ Students will be able to identify screenwriters and films and the relevance of historical film-making.

¢ Students will be able to demonstrate proper vocal and physical warm-ups before a performance.

¢ Students will be able to define union and non-union standard in the entertainment industry

3) First Breakout Role- What is (was) this person's first big job?

4) Major Contribution (s)- What has this person contributed to the industry or humanity?
5) Awards- If any

6) Currently doing- or DOD

7) Why did you select this person?

8) List of sources you researched for this information in MLA format

9) Video recording or audio recording of you giving the presentation.

tardy bell rings or risk being marked tardy to class.
Students who have more than five (5) days of unexcused absences during the school year will be
considered truant. The legal penalties for truancy include referral of students to Juvenile Court and
referral of parents to State Court. Any Georgia resident who has control or charge of a child who is
convicted of violating mandatory school attendance requirements will be subject to a fine of not less
than $25.00 and not more than $100.00, imprisonment not to exceed 30 days, community service, or
any combination of such penalties per absence.

2. PENALTIES FOR LATE WORK & POLICIES ON MISSED EXAMS, MAKE-UP EXAMS OR QUIZZES
It is the student’s and parent’s responsibility, not the teachers’, to arrange for make-up work. Students
should ask their teacher for any missed assignments on the first day they return to school. The number
of days allowed to complete make-up work will be determined by the principal or his/her designee. The
days allowed to make up work will not exceed the number of days absent except under extenuating
circumstances approved by the principal or his/her designee. Students assigned Out-of-School
Suspension (OSS) will be allowed to make up work upon return to school. The number of days to
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complete make-up work is commensurate to the number of days of OSS (i.e.., 3 days of Out-of-School
Suspension = 3 days to make up work missed)
