Exceptional  Student Education Preschool
services are available to children 3 through 5
years of age who are experiencing significant
developmental  delays in communication,
motor, social-emotional, self-help, and/or
preschool academic skills, or who have other
significant disabllities and are considered
preschool age.

‘Who should be referred?

Any child, age 3 through 5, with suspected
delays in one or more areas of development,
or a child with vision or hearing difficulties
may be referred for Preschool services.

Who may refer a child?

Achild may be referred by parents, preschool
or daycare program staff, doctors, health
epartments, or other child service agency
staff. Once a referral has been mad, parents
must give signed consent in order for the
process to continue,

« Developmental and/or speech-language
assessment.

« Developmentally appropriate  special
education services based on the child's
needs.

« Indiidualized programs provided by
certfled special educators or licensed
related service personnel who work with
a child n either the community, school,
or home setting.

« Speech and language therapy, physical
therapy, occupational  therapy, and
hearing and vision services are available.
on an educational need basis,

 Parent support and training.

 Interagency collaboration with private
and public service providers.

Cost for Services

All educational services are provided at no cost
to the family. Requirements are determined by
the rules of the Georgla Department of
Education  guidelines for students  with
disabiltes.
