Counseling Information:
Senior Year Credits
Be sure to know your status as a student entering your senior year. Do you have at least 17 credits? Are you on track to meet graduation requirements? Be sure to check your status in the Academic Planner in Infinite Campus prior to the start of summer.
Summer School
If you are not on track for graduation, summer school may be necessary for you to get back on track entering your senior year. After you check Academic Planner, speak with your counselor regarding your options. You may also visit Impact Academy’s website for summer school details. 
SAT/ACT
If you plan to attend a college/university, the SAT or ACT may be required when you apply. Be sure to check your potential schools to see if standardized test scores are required and make the necessary arrangements to schedule and perform well on the exam.
Class of 2025 Decision Day
We wanted to make sure that the 2025 Decision Day was on your radar. Interested students will need to provide their letters of acceptance, scholarship letters as well as identify the school of your choosing. This means that you want to start working as early as possible preparing for and taking the SAT/ACT or ASVAB (if necessary), applying to colleges, applying for scholarships, applying and interviewing for jobs, registering for the military, etc. so that you are able to participate in this event. 
Naviance Required Tasks
Have you completed your junior Naviance tasks? If not, be sure to remain after this meeting and meet with Dr. Williams or a counselor. These tasks must be completed before the end of the school year. When you log into Naviance (Launchpad), and click on “Planner” and then “Tasks,” any task that is marked “Required” must be completed.
