Tinted or opaque bags are not permitted
To ensure a safe and orderly environment for events, Henry County Schools is providing
guidance on the types of bags that are permissible inside venues.
To expedite entry into the venues and for the purpose of public safety, friends
and family members are strongly encouraged not to bring bags of any type.
