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In Spanish 3, students continue to develop the oral and written language skills acquired in Spanish I and II. Spanish III extends the students’ knowledge of the Spanish languages and Spanish-speaking communities by exploring Spanish language, literature, history, and daily life more in depth. Varied activities such as readings, audio activities, skits, short stories, role-playing, video presentations, and comprehension games are used to reinforce skills. Prerequisite course: Spanish II
