® Currently, Division I uses a Sliding Scale
to match test scores and core GPAs. The
Sliding Scale can be found on page No.
10 of the Guide for the College-Bound
Student-Athlete found at
www.eligibilitycenter.org.

® Division I GPA required to be eligible for
competition on or after August 1, 2016, is
2.300.

¢ Divigion I GPA required to receive
athletics aid and practice on or after
August 1, 2016, is 2.000.

* The Division IT core GPA reguirement is a
minimum of 2.000.

Test Scores

® Division I uses a sliding scale to match test scores
and core grade-point averages (GPA).

*® Division II requires a minimum SAT score of 820
or an ACT sum score of 68.

® The SAT score used for NCAA purposes includes
only the critical reading and math sections. The
writing section of the SAT is not used.

® The ACT score used for NCAA purposes is a sum of
the following four sections: English, mathematics,
reading and science.
