Course Description
	AP Spanish Language and Culture offers advanced students of Spanish opportunities to develop high levels of proficiency in the four language skills (listening, reading, writing & speaking) through the three modes of communication (Interpretive, Interpersonal & Presentational), incorporating the three fundamental elements of culture (Products, Practices and Perspectives).  It is prerequisite for students who enroll to have an intermediate-high proficiency in spoken and written Spanish, as well as extensive knowledge of vocabulary, grammar and culture.  The class is conducted entirely in the target language.  The primary focus of the class is not examination of esoteric grammatical points, but rather on culturally authentic communication in Spanish. The course is divided into 6 major themes: Family and Community, Global Challenges, Beauty and Aesthetics, Science and Technology, Personal Identity, and Contemporary Life.




Learning Targets

	1. Prepare students for success on the AP Spanish Language and Culture Exam. You are expected to take the AP test
2. Increase students’ confidence, fluency, and accuracy in speaking, writing, and comprehending Spanish at an advanced level for both academic and real-world purposes.
3. Develop understanding of the practices, products, and perspectives of the many Spanish-speaking cultures and the ability to compare and contrast those cultures with students’ native culture(s).
4. Prepare students for success on the NSE, university placement tests & in university Spanish classes.

Instructional Framework
