2022 LGHS Golf Parent/Player Agreement
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Player Guidelines
· It is the student’s responsibility to find a ride each day to Heron Bay and/or any scheduled matches.
· Arrive at Heron Bay for practice each day no later than 4:00 p.m.  Try to get there as soon as possible after school so that you can warm-up on the driving range.  Matches begin at 4:00 p.m., so you will have no time to go home after school.
· If a player is consistently late to practice or matches, then the player will possibly be removed from the LGHS golf team at the head coach’s discretion.
· Golf is a game that you will never be good at if you don’t practice consistently.  Therefore, any player that misses three (3) practices total over the course of the 2022 golf season, whether excused or unexcused, will be possibly removed from the LGHS golf team at the head coach’s discretion.  
· Upon arrival at practice, wait on the side of the golf building for Coach Davis to arrive.  Do not go onto the driving range, or the putting green
· Maintain proper golf course etiquette daily.  Course disruption, rudeness to golf course personnel and members, damage to the golf course etc. will not be tolerated.  The LGHS golf program maintains a zero-tolerance policy on this subject.
· Dress appropriately at all times.  For guys, a collared shirt tucked in, slacks, khaki shorts, and golf shoes are required (absolutely no t-shirts or denim).  For girls, use the guidelines for the guys as your guide.  Skirts are okay, but again no t-shirts or denim allowed.
· No sharing of golf clubs is allowed.  Do not come to practice without your golf bag and clubs.
· Playing time will be determined by cumulative player scores at practice.  If you want to compete in the matches, then you have to consistently have the lowest scores when we compete at practice.
· Be prompt in leaving after practice each day.  We will end practice every day at 5:30 p.m. until daylight savings time takes effect.
· You do not have to attend a match in which you are not playing in.
· Maintain good behavior and good grades in your classes at LGHS.  Golf is the “gentleman’s game”, so act like you should be a part of it.
· One trip to ISS/OSS during the season will result in sitting out one golf match.  Two trips to ISS/OSS during the season will result in sitting out two matches.  Three trips to ISS/OSS will result in being removed from the team.
· A grade check will be done by Coach Davis periodically as well as at every 6-week progress report.  Poor grades as a result of lack of effort in class will not be tolerated, and no effort to bring grades up will result in removal from the team.
· Make sure to listen to the a.m./p.m. intercom announcements for changes/cancellations in practices or matches.
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Parent Information and Guidelines
· All spirit pack monies are non-refundable.
· Please make sure that your child has a prompt ride to and from all practices and matches.
· Be willing to drive your child to practices/matches plus another LGHS golfer who might not have a ride.
· The GHSA allows that only two golf coaches may talk with a player during a match from the time that the player leaves the green and is walking to the next tee box.  No parental contact/coaching will be allowed during matches.
