WHS PARKING REGULATIONS 2019-2020

The undersigned student, parent, and/or legal guardian understands that in order to protect the health, welfare, and safety of students while on school grounds that certain parking regulations have been adopted by the Henry County Board of Education and/or Woodland High School.  These regulations are as follows:
 
1. 	The ability to purchase a parking permit and park on campus is a privilege and not a right. 
2.	The parking area of the school is part of the school grounds and is owned and regulated by the Henry County Board of Education.
3.	The Board of Education is not responsible for automobiles or their contents.
4.	All students parking automobiles on school property during school hours must be registered with the school and must display a current decal on the driver’s side rear window, with number clearly visible from rear of the vehicle. Permits are not transferable and cannot be used by another student.
5.	All students’ driving vehicles on school property must be licensed and covered by a valid insurance policy.
6.	Cars without a visible permit and cars not registered may receive a 3 day parking suspension.  Note: There may be no prior warning before a car is towed.
7.	Once on school grounds, you are present at school, and must check out through the attendance office before leaving in your car.  Failure to check out properly through the attendance office may result in disciplinary referral. 
8.	Once the vehicle is parked, students must immediately exit the car and enter the building.  No loitering will be permitted in the parking lot before or after school.  Failure to exit your car and enter the building promptly or to get into your car and leave campus promptly may result in permit revocation.
9.	ISS will be assigned for excessive tardiness in one semester.  Consequences for excessive absences and other discipline problems will be determined.  
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10.	While the vehicle is parked on school property or being driven on school grounds, the driver will obey all traffic regulations and signs. Any manner of driving which is a safety hazard may result in a discipline referral, criminal action, and/or permit revocation.  (Ex. Unsecured passengers, squealing tires, driving too fast, failure to yield, etc.)
11.	A student with a valid reason to leave school will not transport any other student(s) off school grounds unless that student (the passenger) has checked out properly through the attendance office.  If this occurs, the consequence may be out of school suspension and parking permit revocation on the first offense.
12.	Each of the undersigned, understands that by the execution and signing of this application, that they are thereby 	waiving any right to privacy they may have under the Fourth Amendment of the Constitution of the United States, the Constitution of the State of Georgia, and any other statute of law applicable to the above described vehicle and do hereby consent to the school administrators, employees, and officials searching said vehicle without a warrant if any of them have a reasonable suspicion that drugs, alcohol, weapons, stolen property, or other contraband is located within the above described vehicle.  Failure to cooperate with school administrators regarding vehicle searches will result in permanent parking permit revocation for the remainder of the school year and beyond.
13.	The Henry County Board of Education, or the school, may periodically change the rules and regulations governing the use of facilities and automobiles.  The undersigned will be bound by any such changes whether a part of this application or not.
14.	All drivers and passengers leaving the parking lot in a vehicle must use their safety restraints.
15.	If for any reason, a student must drive a vehicle to school other than their registered vehicle, it is the student’s responsibility to make sure there are no illegal or contraband items present (weapons, any other Item that could be construed as a weapon, drugs, alcohol, cigarettes, lighters, etc.).
16.	A violation of any of these regulations can result in parking permit revocation and/or further disciplinary or legal action.
17.	Parking fees are non-refundable for any reason.  If you move, or if your parking privilege is revoked, you will not receive a refund.
