[image: ]The Organizer contains lots of important things.  We will cover this in a moment. 
This is a different email system.  PLEASE DO NOT USE THIS EMAIL SYSTEM. 
The left of your screen shows all your courses.  Please contact the school counselor if a course is wrong or missing. 


Note:  To start your course click on the course you plan to work on.

[image: ]Click on the orange link for the class you want to work on.

Course Completion
-this is how much is done of the course
-the TARGET COMPLETION shows how much should be completed by the end of the day
PLEASE SIGN OUT – when you are done with your work for the day




[image: ]The ACTUAL GRADE is your current average in the course including zeros for everything that is incomplete and past due
CAREFUL – the overall grade only includes what is completed
-this is NOT your current grade
-the ACTUAL GRADE is your current grade in the course

Click on Next Activity to go to the course and start where you left off.
Click on the course map to see the lessons in the course and to access old lessons for review







Course Map Page
[image: ]The page defaults to the current lesson you are on.  
-Click from the list to go to previous lessons
-You can’t skip ahead to lessons, they must be done in order

Next Activity-Course ScreenThis icon allows you to highlight words and have them read to you.


[image: ]The talking heads are not your teachers, unless you are taking Georgia Studies and you see Mr. Fenn.
Different courses have different buttons on the side.
Here we see a calculator.  At  other times there might be a periodic table if needed.
Click on this plus sign to get more information


Note: Click on the + sign to get the following menu.

[image: ]The transcript tab pulls up a complete transcript of what the talking head says.  You can cut and paste these into any document you want.  PLEASE DON’T COPY down what the person says.  It is a waste of your time.
eNotes allow you take notes and keep them on the server so you can get to them from any computer.  Some courses allow you to use enotes on quizzes.







This means you have 9 pages to do in this section and you are on the second one.  They will all be orange when you are done.

The bottom of your screen looks like the following.

[image: ]You can only move forward when all the blocks above are orange.  The words NEXT ACTIVITY will appear and the arrow turns orange.
You can always go back to any previous section, quiz, assignment, or lab.






Note:  You complete the course by doing all the pages until the course ends.  You never need to worry about what to do next, just click on the Next Activity arrow.

This drop down menu allows you to choose to see only a specific type of grade.   For example, Quizzes.
On a manually graded assignment, like a lab, teachers will leave comments if you do not receive a 100%.

[image: ]Here you can see how much each category in the gradebook counts.
The Additional category is used to hold your transfer grade if you transfer to us.
Remember that the actual grade is what matters for your grade report.

Click on [image: ] to see what needs to be completed every day.

[image: ]You must complete all the work for the day to be caught up.  
Note that only one course will show at a time.
The assignments will only show one week at a time.  Be sure you are on the week you want to look over.


Note:  As long as you are caught up and passing we will leave you alone to work.

Note to Parents:  When a student has completed their work the assignment turns green and gets a check mark.
