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Course Description:
The Common Core Georgia Performance Standards (CCGPS) being implemented in math this year provide a consistent, clear understanding of what students are expected to learn, so teachers and parents know what they need to do to help them. The standards are designed to be robust and relevant to the real world, reflecting the knowledge and skills that our young people need for success in high school, college and careers. Please visit https://www.georgiastandards.org/Common-Core/Pages/Math-6-8.aspx for a complete list of the 8th grade math CCGPS. Below is a brief description of each 8th grade math unit:
Unit 1 – Transformations: Students will learn different types of transformations: Translations, Reflections, Rotations and Dilations with a point, line and shapes.
Unit 2 – Number system: Students will learn perfect squares, Cube roots, rational and Irrational numbers and scientific notation.
Unit 3 - Geometry: Students will learn about angle properties and Pythagorean Theorem. Students will also learn about similarity and congruency.
Unit 4 - Functions: Students will learn about domain and range and vertical line test and differentiate between function and non-function.
Unit 5 – Linear Function: Students will learn how to identify linear functions through tables, equations and graphs: Students will also learn to differentiate the features of linear functions and non-linear functions.
Unit 6 – Linear models: Students will use two way tables, interpret graphs and learn best line of fit in this unit.
 Unit 7: Elimination, substitution, graphing of systems of equations and also prove if lines are parallel, perpendicular, intersecting or overlapping.
Grading policy:
The grading policy is consistent throughout the entire math department at Dutchtown Middle School and was established according to the guidelines set forth in the county handbook. This year we will be following the standard based grading system. Students will be graded on all standards. This will help the students to work on standards that they have scored low. Students will be given two retake chances (per semester), if they would like to retake a test and change a grade. If they get a zero on any assignment and they were not able to make up that assignment, they will be sent to the ZAPP program during lunchtime to help them complete that assignment.
