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Renewable: This is a type of resource that is replenished by a natural resource faster than it is consumed. 
Solar Energy: This is energy from the sun.
Wind Energy/Wind Energy: These are large windmills that generate electricity.  
Geothermal: Energy that is obtained from inside the earth made from hot magma and dry rocks. 
Biomass: This is energy made from burning organic material such as wood, alcohol, and garbage. 
Hydroelectric Energy: This is energy that is generated by water-power to produce electricity. 
Nonrenewable: A natural resource which cannot be replaced or take millions years to replace. 
Coal: This is a rock that contains 50% dead plant remains and forms in swampy areas. 
Fossil Fuels: Fuels such coal, oil and natural gas that form from remains of plants and other organisms that were buried and change over a millions years. 
Oil: this is a thick, black liquid formed from the buried remains of microscopic marine organisms. 
Natural Gas: Natural Gas forms from dead organisms like oil but in a gaseous state. 
Conservation: This is the process of preserving or protecting a natural resource. 
Natural Resource: This is anything that is existing in or caused by nature; not made or caused by man.
