My Turn, Your Turn

Materials: spinner (pencil and paper clip)  with numerals 0-5, a game board with 11 boxes in a straight line, one marker (e.g., a bean, button,…)

Purpose:  This game provides an opportunity for children to identify the numerals, as well as attach quantitative meaning to the numeral. They learn that two is less than five, etc. The numerals begin to take on meaning, rather than being meaningless squiggles.

This game requires at least two players. It can also be played with more players divided into teams. The game board is divided in half. Place the marker on the middle box. The first player rolls the die and moves the marker towards his or her side that many boxes. The second player rolls the die and moves the marker towards his or her side. The process continues until one person moves the marker off the game board.
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
