“Sky Scrapers”


Materials: beans or other small counters, dice (dotted or numbered), gameboard. Children work with partners and take turns rolling a die to build sky scrapers for their “city” (each child builds on one side of the gameboard). The number on the die tells how many counters tall to make the building. When all the spaces on one of the gameboards are full, children combine all of their sky scraper pieces and compare the length of their tower with that of their partner.
