Course Description:   
AP Human Geography introduces high school students to college-level introductory human geography. The content is presented thematically rather than regionally and is organized around the discipline’s main subfields: population geography, economic geography, cultural geography, political geography, and urban geography. The approach is spatial and problem oriented. Case studies are drawn from all world regions, with an emphasis on understanding the world in which we live today. Historical information serves to enrich analysis of the impacts of phenomena such as globalization, colonialism, and human–environment relationships on places, regions, cultural landscapes, and patterns of interaction. 
 
The course is organized into units: 
● Thinking Geographically 
· Population and Migration 
· Cultural Patterns and Processes 
· Political Organization of Space 
· Agriculture, Food Production, and Rural Land Use 
· Cities and Urban Land Use 
· Industrialization and Economic Development 
 
Students will explore three big geographic ideas: geographic patterns and spatial organization, impact and interactions, and spatial processes and societal change. Students will also apply a variety of skills in exploring geographic phenomena, including applying models and theories, data analysis, and scale analysis.
